If two exhibitors have a breed that is not listed, a class for that breed will
be made and regular premiums paid.

If there are no entries in any breed for two consecutive years, the breed
will be unlisted for the following annual competition.

No animal will be shown in more than cne breed. Any animal in violation
will be disqualified from the show.
